Linguistic prejudice: stereotype making on the basis of linguistic experiment

Bilingual education: education which uses 2 languages

Linguicism: a kind of racism, discrimination against a group of people defined on the basis of language. For example: discrimination against Kurdish in Turkey (some years ago you ended up in jail if you spoke Kurdish in school)

There are 6800 languages in the world today, but 200 states only → thousands of languages and their speakers are oppressed as states tend to be monolingual.

Language death: end of a language, death of the last speaker of the language. But in most cases languages are murdered.

Language murder: when a language does not die in a natural way, but through force

· not allowing education for group

· putting people in jail

· people forced to use the language

Language shift: when a group of people after a while stop speaking language A and become speakers of language B → the shift languages. This happens without physical damage, no blood is shed. for example: Felsőőr, beyond the Hungarian-Austrian board: there cannot be found any Hungarian speakers.

Any change of mother tongue is voluntary, not imposed. Nobody must or should be allowed to force you to do that.
